Discharge of conditions 11, 12 & 13
I refer to the above referenced planning permission approved on 15 May 2014 and the details submitted in respect of the conditions of that permission under your cover letter of 22 May 2014. I apologise for the delay in responding, however I have been waiting for Welsh Water to comment on the acceptability of the submitted details.
Condition 11 – Hydraulic Modelling Assessment

 Welsh Water have confirmed that hydraulic modelling assessment of the public sewer network (completed by DCWW dated 9 January 2014)  has been undertaken in accordance with the requirements of Condition no. 11. They have recommended that the condition is partially discharged, with full discharge being held in abeyance pending written confirmation that the improvements identified by the hydraulic modelling assessment have been completed.
Condition 12 – Full details of the drainage of new foul drainage 
The foul communications shown on the drainage arrangements (Section 104 layout plan 0460/401E) submitted pursuant to the discharge of Condition 12 accord with those identified by the hydraulic modelling assessment. Accordingly, WW have confirmed that they are able to recommend that Condition 12 is discharged. This condition is therefore approved in so far as it relates to the agreed arrangements as specified above.
Condition 13 – Scheme for comprehensive and integrated drainage of the site.
We have examined the drainage arrangements shown on the drawings submitted pursuant to the discharge of condition no. 13, and note that surface water will be disposed of via a surface water sewer. We understand that the surface water sewer in question was designed to accommodate the surface water discharges from the employment use that preceded the proposed development, which had a larger impermeable area, and as such the proposed development, with its reduced impermeable area, would provide a betterment. On that basis, we are able to recommend that condition no. 13 is discharged.
