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Tredogan Road, Rhoose, Penmark
Installation of two 8 metre light poles

SITE AND CONTEXT

The application site relates to two positions on the Tredogan Road, near Penmark. The sites lie within the grass verge adjacent to the adopted highway. The application site falls within the Nant Llancarfan Special Landscape Area.

DESCRIPTION OF DEVELOPMENT

The application seeks prior notification for the installation of two 8 metre high light poles

PLANNING HISTORY

No relevant planning history.

CONSULTATIONS

Rhoose Ward members were consulted although no comments were received.

REPORT

Planning Policies

The Development Plan for the area comprises the Vale of Glamorgan Adopted Unitary Development Plan 1996-2011, which was formally adopted by the Council on 18th April 2005, and within which the following policies are of relevance:

Planning Policy Wales (Edition 7, 2014) advises that where development plan policies are outdated or superseded local planning authorities should give them decreasing weight in favour of other material considerations, such as national planning policy, in the determination of individual applications. It is for the decision-maker to determine whether policies in the adopted Development Plan are out of date or have been superseded by other material considerations and this should be done in light of the presumption in favour of sustainable development.

Issues

Part 24 of the above Order relates to Development by Telecommunications Code Systems Operators (Wales).  Class A states that the following is permitted development.

A.
Development by or on behalf of a telecommunications code system operator for the purpose of the operator’s telecommunication system in, or, over or under land controlled by that operator or in accordance with the operator’s licence, consisting of:

(a)
the installation, alteration or replacement of any telecommunication apparatus,

(b)
the use of land in an emergency for a period not exceeding six months to station and operate moveable telecommunication apparatus required for the replacement of unserviceable telecommunication apparatus, including the provision of moveable structures on the land for the purposes of that use, or

(c)
development ancillary to radio equipment housing.

The schedule sets out a number of criteria in which development is not permitted.  In the case of this application the proposal seeks to install two no. light poles. Such works fall within Class A of the Order in relation to the height the apparatus shown. 

The schedule sets out a number of criteria in which development is not permitted.  In the case of this application the proposal seeks to install a cabinet. Such works fall within Class A of the Order in relation to the heights and dimensions of the apparatus shown. 

The proposed light poles (which the applicant has confirmed are similar traditional telegraph poles) is considered to amount permitted development in accordance with Part 24 of Schedule 2 of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995 as amended. The proposed sites for the mast do not fall within Article 1(5) Land. Furthermore the proposals do not relate to ‘the construction, installation, alteration or replacement of a mast of public call box, or of radio equipment housing with a volume in excess of 2 cubic metres, or of development ancillary to a radio equipment housing.’ As such, whilst noting the site is within 3km of an aerodrome it is not considered that an application for prior approval is strictly required.

Regardless the proposed poles would be situated on the verge of a lightly trafficked road surrounded by green vegetation and would not detract from the visual amenities of the area.

In this respect it is considered that prior approval is not required and is therefore approved.

CONCLUSION

The development proposed falls within the terms and conditions of Part 24 Development by Telecommunications Code Systems Operators (Wales) contained in The Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) (Amendment) (Wales) Order 2002, and prior approval is not required.
