SITE AND CONTEXT

The application relates to a Tesco supermarket store accessed within Stirling Road, Barry.  The site is approximately 1.45ha in size, containing a large retail store and associated car park and service areas.

DESCRIPTION OF DEVELOPMENT

The application seeks advertisement consent for the following:

· A ‘click and collect’ finger sign, measuring 0.885metres by 0.26metres, on a post measuring 2.7metres in height;


· ‘Click and collect’ supplementary signs, measuring 2metres x 1.32metres; raised by poles 0.68metres off the ground;


· A ‘no entry’ sign, measuring 0.3metres by 0.3metres; and


· The insertion of a slat into the 2 gantry signs;

It is noted that some of the signs have been erected retrospectively.

The neighbouring properties were consulted on 18 July 2014. A site notice was also displayed on 29 July 2014. To date, no comments have been received. 

REPORT

Planning Policies

The Development Plan for the area comprises the Vale of Glamorgan Adopted Unitary Development Plan 1996-2011, which was formally adopted by the Council on 18th April 2005, and within which the following policies are of relevance:

ENV27 ‘Design of New Developments’

Planning Policy Wales (Edition 7, 2014) advises that where development plan policies are outdated or superseded local planning authorities should give them decreasing weight in favour of other material considerations, such as national planning policy, in the determination of individual applications. It is for the decision-maker to determine whether policies in the adopted Development Plan are out of date or have been superseded by other material considerations and this should be done in light of the presumption in favour of sustainable development.
In this case, the relevant material considerations are considered to be as follows:

National Planning Policy 

Planning Policy Wales (Edition 7, 2014) 

Technical Advice Notes 7 ‘Outdoor Advertisement Control’

Issues

The main issues to consider in the assessment of this application are:

i. the interests of amenity (which means the visual amenity of the neighbourhood where the advertisement is to be displayed); and

ii. the interests of public safety (which means the safety of people using any form of travel likely to be affected by the display).

The various car park signage, small flags and directional symbols are not considered to be excessive and are considered to have been designed appropriately. Consequently, it is considered the advertisements will cause no detriment to the visual amenities of the site or the surrounding area.

The proposed signs are considered to contain an appropriate amount of text, and it is not considered that they would have an adverse impact upon highway or public safety since they would only be highly visible within or when turning into the site

CONCLUSION

The decision to recommend planning permission has been taken in accordance with Section 38 of The Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004, which requires that, in determining a planning application the determination must be in accordance with the Development Plan unless material considerations indicate otherwise.  The Development Plan comprises the Vale of Glamorgan Adopted Unitary Development Plan 1996-2011.

Having regard to Policy ENV27 ‘Design of New Developments’  of The Vale of Glamorgan Adopted Unitary Development Plan 1996-2011 and TAN7 – Advertisement Control and the approved Supplementary Planning Guidance ‘Amenity Standards’, it is considered that the proposed advertisements will not cause harm to the visual amenity of the area, the amenities of neighbouring properties or public safety.
