SITE AND CONTEXT

The site is located in Archer Road in the largely residential suburb south of Penarth town and the dwelling, a large detached property is covered by the Article 4 Directive and situated in Penarth Conservation Area.

DESCRIPTION OF DEVELOPMENT

A notification is advising of the intention to remove a Sycamore and 5 conifers – 4 small and one much larger specimen, probably a Monterey Cypress.

REPORT

None of the trees is overtly visible from any public viewpoint and although their condition is reasonable, the smaller conifers have tight forks which develop over time into a vulnerable weakness within the trees in high winds.  The larger conifer has been heavily suppressed on the one side by a Cedar which has been recently removed and is much less attractive in the treescape generally.  Alongside the larger conifer is the self sown Sycamore, virtually beneath the crown dripline of the larger tree, which is immature and has curving stem because it is seeking light.  This has no future with such deformity and should be removed whilst still young.  The four smaller conifers are growing together in close proximity to each other.  Their contribution to visual amenity is negligible being of a size that is easily replaced.
