SITE AND CONTEXT

The site comprises an historic two storey dwelling, double fronted and roofed in slate and constructed of stone situated on a corner where Methodist Lane meets Colhugh Street in Llantwit Major and within Llantwit Major Conservation Area.   

DESCRIPTION OF DEVELOPMENT

Consent is sought to reduce two medium sized trees, a Holly and a Weeping Beech and to fell a Pissardi Plum.  The Holly is subject to Tree Preservation Order No. 3, 1977, confirmed on 2t October, 1977.

PLANNING HISTORY

REPORT

The Pissardi plum and Variegated Holly are the most visible of the trees in this application, and only the Holly is covered by the tree preservation order.  The Plum which is proposed to be removed is in very poor condition with many bare branches and die back at the tips suggesting that the tree is just not flourishing perhaps because of competition for nutrients as there is a lot of shrubbery around it.  Pruning has previously been carried out to limbs overhanging the adjacent highway and it has not regrown well from that confirming that reducing the tree is unlikely to improve the tree and would be best removed.

The Variegated Holly is due to be reduced by 50%, and while it is a comparatively large amount this species will regenerate quite easily.  Moreover the upper crown is only sparsely foliated and unattractive in this highly visible area of the garden so the treatment proposed will improve visual amenity marginally.

As for the Weeping Birch, a medium sized specimen set back in the garden, only the smallest portion of its crown is visible above the surrounding stone walls.  A reduction of 0.5 metre will make the tree invisible to all but the occupiers so for this reason there is no need to protect the tree by tree preservation order.
