ASITE AND CONTEXT

REPORT

Planning Policies

The Development Plan for the area comprises the Vale of Glamorgan Adopted Unitary Development Plan 1996-2011, which was formally adopted by the Council on 18th April 2005, and within which the following policies are of relevance:

ENV27 ‘Design of New Development’

Planning Policy Wales (Edition 7, 2014) advises that where development plan policies are outdated or superseded local planning authorities should give them decreasing weight in favour of other material considerations, such as national planning policy, in the determination of individual applications. It is for the decision-maker to determine whether policies in the adopted Development Plan are out of date or have been superseded by other material considerations and this should be done in light of the presumption in favour of sustainable development.
In this case, the relevant material considerations are considered to be as follows:

Technical Advice Note 12: Design
Issues

The main issues to consider in the assessment of this application relate to the visual impact the proposed cladding would have on the character of the building; the impact it would have on the wider street scene, as well as any impact upon neighbouring properties. 

Visual Impact

The proposed cladding would be visible when travelling along Port Road East. However, when viewed from the road, whilst within a residential area, the site appears overtly commercial in character, and consequently it is considered that cladding the building would not be detrimental or out of character given the context. In addition, it is also considered that the choice and colour of the cladding material is appropriate, and would not detriment the appearance of the building.  

Impact upon Neighbours Amenities

With regard to the surrounding neighbours amenity, the proposed cladding would be flush with the existing elevations of the building. Accordingly, it is considered that it would not be overbearing on these neighbours. 

CONCLUSION

The decision to recommend planning permission has been taken in accordance with Section 38 of The Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004, which requires that, in determining a planning application the determination must be in accordance with the Development Plan unless material considerations indicate otherwise.  The Development Plan comprises the Vale of Glamorgan Adopted Unitary Development Plan 1996-2011.
Having regard to Policy ENV27 ‘Design of New Development’ of the Vale of Glamorgan Unitary Development Plan, it is considered that the proposed cladding would not have an adverse impact upon the character of the building or the visual amenity of the wider area.
