A modern low level two storey dwelling finished in stone facing with a concrete tiled roof in the village of Llanbethery and within the Llanbethery Conservation Area.

Notification has been submitted of intention to pollard a Goat Willow growing in the rear garden on the west side of the dwelling.

REPORT

This notification has been lodged to carry out the same operation as was undertaken to another tree in the garden, of the same species, and which has proved successful.  The tree is a Goat Willow, a small to medium tree, probably self-sown and with multiple stems.  Its canopy has developed into a wide dome and is beginning to conflict with the dwelling with limbs extending close to the wall.  Willows are usually quick to respond to deliberate or accidental lost limbs with regrowth so there is no reason why this specimen should not follow suit.  As a species Goat Willows are not long-lived (50 – 70 years).  This tree appears mature so in terms of retention span it has only a comparatively short time and would not warrant protection by a tree preservation order.   As the tree is being retained there is no compulsion on the authority to consider this level of protection.
