SITE AND CONTEXT

The application site is land adjacent to the Pumphouse, Hood Road, Barry, as shown on the plan below. The application relates specifically to the south eastern corner of the area below.
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DESCRIPTION OF DEVELOPMENT

The application proposes the retention of 2 no. composite aluminium panel signs, which advertise the proposed conversion of the pumphouse. The signs measure1.5m high x 3m wide, and are sited upon posts also measuring 1.5m high (3m in total). They are shown on the images below, and in the position shown on the plan below:

Issues

The main issues to consider in the assessment of this application are:

i.
the interests of amenity (which means the visual amenity of the neighbourhood where the advertisement is to be displayed); and

ii.
the interests of public safety (which means the safety of people using any form of travel likely to be affected by the display).

Amenity

The signs are of a modest scale and form and do not impact significantly on the wider street scene. They are considered to be of an acceptable design which would not unacceptably impact upon visual amenity.

Public safety

While visible from and sited relatively close to the public highway, it is considered that the signs would not cause undue distraction to road users and would not adversely impact upon public safety in any other respect.

CONCLUSION

Having regard to the impact of the proposed sign on the visual amenities of the surrounding area and public safety, the proposal complies with Policies ENV27 ‘Design of New Development’ of the Vale of Glamorgan Unitary Development Plan 1997-2011, and national advice contained in Technical Advice Note 7 ‘Outdoor Advertisement Control’
