West House, Stanwell Road : The Kymin, Beach Road, Penarth
Prune limb of Acer saccharinum (West House) - Removal of Pine, 3rd stem of Oak and crown lifting to various trees and pruning of overhanging limbs of Sycamore over BBQ (Kymin).  (ROBINIA at West House EXCLUDED from this notification)  

SITE AND CONTEXT

There are two locations with this case:  West House at Stanwell Road, Penarth and The Kymin park on Beach Road in Penarth.  Both are situated within the Penarth Conservation Area. 

DESCRIPTION OF DEVELOPMENT

The proposal concerns trees on land in the ownership of Penarth Town Council which are subjected to an annual inspection by an arboriculturist and entail works recommended as part of that process.  The arboriculturist tree inspection and report form serves as the schedule of works and elements within it require  six week advance notification to the authority.   A Robinia at West House and a Pinus nigra at The Kymin are to be removed.  The former has been assessed for value to amenity and the latter is in poor irremediable condition.  Other lesser works are detailed in the report below.

REPORT

West House

Removal of a Robinia from the frontage was sought originally.  An assessment of the tree’s value to visual amenity culminated in a high score prompting the service of a tree preservation order (Tree Preservation Order No.9, 2014).  This finding has been discussed with the Clerk to the Town Council and an agreement that the removal of the Robinia could be re-visited in the near future.    Other tree work intended at West House entails removal of a limb from an Acer saccharinum, a mature ornamental overhanging the front boundary and adjacent to a Beech tree.  The limb has grown into the canopy of the Beech and if retained, is likely to cause abrasion leading to open wounds and resultant disease/decay.  Its removal is good arboricultural practice allowing both trees to be retained in good health.
The Kymin
Overlooking the Bristol Channel and the Penarth coast, works at The Kymin comprise mainly crown lifting that, because of the use of the site by members of the public, and, in respect of the multiple stemmed Sycamore behind the barbecue area, is necessary to prevent fire hazard and to allow clearance for smoke to dissipate.  None of the work proposed is going to have any significant impact upon the visual amenity.  The Pinus nigra (Black Pine) to be removed is in a very elevated situation and has few needles left: those that are still attached are browning.  Its location means that it should be removed sooner rather than later.  A single Pine will remain at this spot in the park and will need to be monitored for wind damage.    

Overhanging the pavement and car park egress into Beach Road, is a low Oak (Quercus in the report) which is triple stemmed and has been pollard in its past.  One of the three stems, viewing the park from Beach Road it is the stem behind, is dying with large areas of bark missing and the remainder becoming increasingly detached from the heartwood.  The other two stems pollarded down to around 3.0 metres have some regrowth of 60 to 80 mm diameter and this regrowth largely overhangs the pavement.  With the third stem (and its crown) being removed windy dynamics may be altered and the two stems would be out of balance to some degree so re-pollarding is a prudent option.
