SITE AND CONTEXT

The site is a small wooded area in the village of Gileston, opposite Gileston Manor and St. Giles’s Church, and called the Cider House garden.  The area is also located within Gileston Conservation Area.

DESCRIPTION OF DEVELOPMENT

Notification has been received advising of the removal of 6 x Sycamores, 7 x Goat Willows, 1 x Sweet Chestnut and to include pruning of some lateral branches of a Hornbeam.  

PLANNING HISTORY

1981/00653/OUT : Part OS 8307 Old Vegetable Garden, Gileston Manor, Gileston, near St. Athan - Proposed to construct 3 detached dwellings with garages  - Refused 28/07/1981 (case officer - JAH)

REPORT

All the Sycamores and Goat Willows are ranged along the edge of the site and most are growing in close proximity to a natural stone boundary wall which borders the main road into Gileston village and on the extreme edge of an area that has become wooded.  No reason is offered for their removal but most likely it is due to the highway which is single track.  The Sweet Chestnut which is also due to be removed is in the ‘row’ and as a larger tree demonstrates the issues likely to arise if the Sycamores and Willows are retained, in that it overhangs the road significantly.  Sycamores in particular can be large when mature and their roots will happily exploit any cracks in walls ultimately undermining the structure.  These Sycamores though are currently quite young and of variable forms which would be better removed as this stage while they are fairly small.

The Goat Willows are a short-lived species with multiple stems and a tendency to collapse when competing with larger and longer lived species.  (This is a woodland which would benefit from management.)  These stems may become a hazard to the highway if not attended to and should also be removed.

Removal of these smaller self-seeded trees and pruning back of the Hornbeam will allow light and air into the wood which, although still too dense, should benefit the other mature trees on the site.
