SITE AND CONTEXT

The site, a modern two storey detached dwelling, the middle property in a row of three, is located in the village of Llandow, on Grove Road which travels south east out of the village and within the Llandow Conservation Area.

DESCRIPTION OF DEVELOPMENT

Notification has been received of intended removal of conifers, a semi-mature Ash and an Elder tree all in the rear garden along the rear north east facing boundary.

REPORT

Both the gardens to the front and rear are overgrown.  With mainly Buddleia (most common alongside railway tracks) in the front and small trees in the rear garden.  The Ash and the Elder are both small and self-sown trees.  The Ash does not have room to develop into a decent specimen.  The Elder is already middle-aged and not a long-lived species – around 50 years at best.  Neither tree is suitable for preservation.

The conifers in this notification are Cypresses and these have been reduced (down to hedge height possibly) in the past indicated by neither tree having a lead shoot.  Indeed both are quite rounded.  If allowed to grow they will still put on significant height but the multiple growth points tend to be vulnerable to high winds.  Moreover, the biggest nuisance factor of these trees is their oppressive effect upon small garden areas and loss of light reaching dwellings.  Such trees are only really usefully preserved when used in a sizeable ornamental garden to punctuate large open areas.  Consequently, there is no objection to the removal of these trees.

I should be grateful if you would consider replacing the Conifers x 2, the semi mature Ash and Elder trees with two or three small native trees such as Hawthorn/Crab Apple, in order to continue the benefits which trees make to the setting and amenities of the area in general.
