Comments
We refer to the submitted document 

· Stourbridge House, Llysworney. Bat Outline Method Statement; January 2015 by Vilas Anthwal

We note that the document in part supersedes the proposals for mitigation (Measures and Timing) as detailed in the Stourbridge House, Llysworney. Full Bat Survey; July 2014 by GF Thomas Merlin Biosurveys. 

Condition 14 states that the development shall implement the measures as detailed in the July 2014 report. The new submitted report therefore represents a departure from Condition 14. 

However, in our opinion, the measures and timing of works proposed in the new document are adequate for the purposes of protecting bats and therefore this represents and acceptable modification. 

The second part of the condition, that is the requirement to submit a copy of the NRW Development Licence for EPS is still outstanding, and we require this to be undertaken at the appropriate time. 

Therefore condition 14 may be partially discharged. 

Condition 12 requires  the production of a CEMP. This has not been addressed to date. 
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
