Proposal : Proposed solar photovoltaic system with an output of 10MW including raising of ground levels
I refer to the above referenced planning permission approved on 15 April 2015 and the details submitted in respect of conditions attached to that permission.

Having considered the submitted details, I would advise as follows:

Condition 4 - full manufacturers details and specifications of the proposed PV panels and their means of erection/support

The details and specifications are set out in the Ground Mounted PV Layout Plan ref 208097-3001 Rev. N in particular relation to the 1:50 scale section drawings and key, which show 3.2 metre long PV panels set on framed ground anchor fixed into the ground by way of an auger. The overall height being shown not to exceed 1.8 metres.

I can confirm that these details are considered acceptable and the development shall thereafter be carried out in accordance with the approved details and so maintained at all times within timescales set out in Condition 2.
Condition 5 – Details of Means of enclosure 

You have confirmed in your letter dated 2 February 2015 submitted under 2014/01089/FUL that the means of enclosure will be limited to a boundary fence which will be a green weld mesh fence 2.9m high.
I can confirm that these details are considered acceptable to approve condition 5.
Condition 6 - Detailed layout of the site including location of all PV panels, tracks and roads and all associated structures

The details and specifications are set out in the Ground Mounted PV Layout Plan ref 208097-3001 Rev. N detailing the layout of the panels and central trench (track) to accommodate cabling linking to the sub stations. You have also provided supplementary details of the sub stations in your email dated 17 February 2015.
I can confirm that these details are considered acceptable and the development shall thereafter be carried out in accordance with the approved details.

Condition 7 – Lighting
You have confirmed in your letter dated 2 February 2015 submitted under 2014/01089/FUL that temporary lighting will be required during construction only and that no permanent lighting is proposed.

I can confirm that these details are considered acceptable to approve condition 7, however should the proposal change and permanent lighting be proposed please ensure that details are submitted in accordance with the condition.

Condition 8 – Archaeological Work
I refer to the details submitted in respect of the Condition 8, by email on 11 February 2015.

Following consultation with Glamorgan Gwent Archaeological Trust, they have confirmed that the revised Written Scheme of Investigation (outlining the Programme of Archaeological Work and Archaeological Recording) prepared by GGAT projects (2015/011 P1747 February 2015) is considered to meet current professional archaeological standards and is therefore acceptable. 
In view of the above, I can confirm partial discharge of Condition 8. This condition will be fully discharged on the submission of the Programme of Archaeological Work and Archaeological Recording, following consultation with GGAT confirming that they are satisfied with the final report.

Condition 12 - Contaminated land survey

The submitted contaminated land survey prepared by ExCAL ref. DS/234-02-09/113KE has been considered by the EHO in relation to the previously agreed trial pits and he notes and agreed that the result of the chemical analysis of the soil samples lie within accepted levels for commercial /industrial end use and the no remediation is required.

In light of the above I can confirm that the requirements of Condition 12 are fully discharged.

Moreover, given that remediation is not required, there is no requirement to comply with the terms of Condition 13.

Condition 15 – Construction Environmental Management Plan (CEMP)
Following previous emails the CEMP prepared by ExCAL has now been amended with the revised version dated February 2015 submitted by email on 17 February 2015. This revised version now includes positive statements for action within the Environmental Management section of the report. I can confirm that the submitted report is considered acceptable and agreed. Please note that this condition requires the development shall be completed in accordance with the approved CEMP.  
Whilst information has been submitted pursuant Condition 9 (Ecological Management Plan), Condition 10 (Landscaping) and Condition 16 (Contamination) these details are not yet considered satisfactory to approve these conditions.
Please note that conditions can only be fully discharged when the development is completed in accordance with the details hereby approved and in conjunction with the approved plans and decision notice.  You should therefore ensure that you are aware of the full requirements of each condition identified in your decision notice.
