SITE AND CONTEXT

The application relates to a shop on Broad Street, Barry currently used as a convenience store. The site forms part of a small row of commercial premises on the edge of Barry Town Centre, outside of the main commercial core. The site is visually prominent being located on the busy thoroughfare of Broad Street near the Ffordd Y Millenium bridge junction.

DESCRIPTION OF DEVELOPMENT

The application seeks consent for the retention of an ATM in the shop front with internally illuminated and halo illuminated surround.

The neighbouring properties were consulted on 3 March 2015 and a site notice was also displayed on 4th March 2015. No representations have been received to date.

REPORT

Planning Policies and Guidance

Unitary Development Plan:

Section 38 of The Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 requires that in determining a planning application the determination must be in accordance with the Development Plan unless material considerations indicate otherwise.  The Development Plan for the area comprises the Vale of Glamorgan Adopted Unitary Development Plan 1996-2011, which was formally adopted by the Council on 18th April 2005, and within which the following policies are of relevance:

· POLICY ENV 27 – DESIGN OF NEW DEVELOPMENTS

Whilst the UDP is the statutory development plan for the purposes of section 38 of the 2004 Act, some elements of the adopted Vale of Glamorgan Unitary Development Plan 1996-2011 are time expired, however its general policies remain extant and it remains the statutory adopted development plan.  As such, chapter 2 of Planning Policy Wales (Edition 7, 2014) provides the following advice on the weight that should be given to policies contained with the adopted development plan: 

‘2.7.1 Where development plan policies are outdated or superseded local planning authorities should give them decreasing weight in favour of other material considerations, such as national planning policy, in the determination of individual applications. This will ensure that decisions are based on policies which have been written with the objective of contributing to the achievement of sustainable development (see 1.1.4 and section 4.2). 

2.7.2 It is for the decision-maker, in the first instance, to determine through review of the development plan (see 2.1.6) whether policies in an adopted development plan are out of date or have been superseded by other material considerations for the purposes of making a decision on an individual planning application. This should be done in light of the presumption in favour of sustainable development (see section 4.2).’
With the above advice in mind, the policies relevant to the consideration of the application subject of this report are not considered to be outdated or superseded.  The following policy, guidance and documentation support the relevant UDP policies.

Planning Policy Wales:

National planning guidance in the form of Planning Policy Wales (Edition 7, July 2014) (PPW) is of relevance to the determination of this application.

Circular 70/94: Town and Country Planning (Control of Advertisements) (Amendment) Regulations 1994 

Circular 14/92: Town and Country Planning (Control of Advertisements) Regulations 1992 states “The LPA’s power to control advertisements may be exercised only in the interests of “amenity” and “public safety” (paragraph 27 refers).

Issues

The application relates to the advertisements which are integral to the ATM which has been installed on site. Having regard to Circular 14/92, the only issues to consider in determining applications for advertisements are amenity and public safety.

In terms of its visual impact, the ATM and associated advertisements are sited within a window of the existing shop-front which currently has panel advertising in each window. In this context the advertisement does not detract from the visual amenity of the property. The scale, design and illumination of the adverts are considered to be acceptable in this commercial context and will not adversely affect highway safety in the area. Therefore amenity and public safety will be preserved.

CONCLUSION

The decision to recommend planning permission has been taken in accordance with Section 38 of The Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004, which requires that, in determining a planning application the determination must be in accordance with the Development Plan unless material considerations indicate otherwise.  The Development Plan comprises the Vale of Glamorgan Adopted Unitary Development Plan 1996-2011.
Having regard to Policy ENV27 Design of New Developments of the Vale of Glamorgan Unitary Development Plan and other relevant guidance, the ATM and associated advertisements do not create an adverse impact on the visual amenity of the area nor adversely affect highway safety, and is therefore acceptable.
