SITE AND CONTEXT

The application relates to a pharmacy shop unit attached to Tesco supermarket store accessed within Stirling Road, Barry.  The site is approximately 1.45ha in size, containing a large retail store and associated car park and service areas.

DESCRIPTION OF DEVELOPMENT

The proposed signs on the existing pharmacy shop attached to the Tesco superstore. The signs comprise of a Lloyds pharmacy fascia and a vinyl window covering.

The vinyl window measures 1.8m wide x 1.2m height. The digitally printed vinyl is applied to the smaller window immediately to the right of the shop front.

The Lloyds Pharmacy fascia measures 5.4m wide 0.3m high. The sign is fabricated aluminium stencil cut fascia, powder coated white. Sign is internally illuminated by means of white LEDS, illuminating the letters only.

From a site visit it was noted that the adverts have already been erected. As such, the application for the adverts is retrospective.

REPORT

Planning Policies and Guidance

The Town & Country Planning (Control of Advertisements) Regulations 1992 is relevant to the determination of this application and in Part 4 it outlines 

(1) A Local planning authority shall exercise their powers under these Regulations only in the interests of amenity and public safety, taking account of any material factors, and in particular 

(a) In the case of amenity, the general characteristics of the locality, including the presence of any feature of historic, architectural, cultural or similar interest, disregarding, if they think fit, any advertisement being displayed there:

(b) In the case of public safety- 

(i) The safety of any person who may use any road, waterway, dock, harbour or aerodrome.

(ii) Whether any display of advertisements is likely to obscure, or hinder the ready interpretation of, any road traffic sign, railway signal or aid to navigation by water or air.

Other Material factors referred to in the regulations can include the National Planning Guidance TAN 7- Outdoor Advertisement Control as well as the Local Planning Authority Development Plan and any supplementary Planning Guidance.

In this case, the Development Plan for the area comprises the Vale of Glamorgan Adopted Unitary Development Plan 1996-2011, which was formally adopted by the Council on 18th April 2005, and within which the following policies are of relevance:

ENV27 – DESIGN OF NEW DEVELOPMENTS

The Local Development Plan: 

The Vale of Glamorgan Deposit Local Development Plan (LDP) was published November 2013.  The Council is currently at Deposit Plan Stage having undertaken the public consultation from 8th November – 20th December 2013 on the Deposit Local Development Plan and the ‘Alternative Sites’ public consultation on the Site Allocation Representations from 20th March – 1st May 2014. The Council is in the process of considering all representations received and is timetabled to submit the Local Development Plan to the Welsh Government for Examination in April / May 2015. 

With regard to the weight that should be given to the deposit plan and its policies, the guidance provided in Paragraph 2.6.2 of Planning Policy Wales (edition 7 July, 2014) is noted.  It states as follows:

‘2.6.2 In development management decisions the weight to be attached to an emerging draft LDP will in general depend on the stage it has reached, but does not simply increase as the plan progresses towards adoption. When conducting the examination, the appointed Inspector is required to consider the soundness of the whole plan in the context of national policy and all other matters which are material to it. Consequently, policies could ultimately be amended or deleted from the plan even though they may not have been the subject of a representation at deposit stage (or be retained despite generating substantial objection). Certainty regarding the content of the plan will only be achieved when the Inspector publishes the binding report. Thus in considering what weight to give to the specific policies in an emerging LDP that apply to a particular proposal, local planning authorities will need to consider carefully the underlying evidence and background to the policies. National planning policy can also be a material consideration in these circumstances (see section 4.2).’
Issues

In accordance with TAN7- Outdoor Advertisement Control and Part 4 of the 1992 Town & Country Planning (Control of Advertisements) Regulations, the principal issues to consider in this application is the impact the signs will have on the amenity of the surrounding area and in terms of the design and scale and their impact on the character and appearance of the wider area. Public safety is also a consideration. 

The replacement and updated signage are not considered to be excessive and are considered to have been designed appropriately. The fascia sign fits the shop front and is sensitively illuminated. The vinyl area does cover a smaller window on the shop front, however, the primary shop front area remains as clear glazing. Consequently, it is considered the advertisements will cause no detriment to the visual amenities of the site or the surrounding area.

There are no issues with regard to public safety. The proposed sign does not obscure or hinder the ready interpretation of any road traffic sign and does not cause any obstruction.  Accordingly, the sign is considered to comply with section 1b of Part 4 of The Town & Country Planning (Control of Advertisements) Regulations 1992.

CONCLUSION

The decision to recommend planning permission has been taken in accordance with Section 38 of The Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004, which requires that, in determining a planning application the determination must be in accordance with the Development Plan unless material considerations indicate otherwise.  The Development Plan comprises the Vale of Glamorgan Adopted Unitary Development Plan 1996-2011.

Having regard to Policy ENV27 ‘Design of New Developments’  of The Vale of Glamorgan Adopted Unitary Development Plan 1996-2011 and TAN7 – Advertisement Control and the approved Supplementary Planning Guidance ‘Amenity Standards’, it is considered that the proposed advertisements will not cause harm to the visual amenity of the area, the amenities of neighbouring properties or public safety.

RECOMMENDATION

Any advertisements displayed, and any site used for the display of advertisements, shall be maintained in a clean and tidy condition to the reasonable satisfaction of the Local Planning Authority.

No advertisement is to be displayed without the permission of the owner of the site or any other person with an interest in the site entitled to grant permission.

No advertisement shall be sited or displayed so as to obscure, or hinder the ready interpretation of, any road traffic sign, railway signal or aid to navigation by water or air, or so as otherwise to render hazardous the use of any highway, railway, waterway (including any coastal waters) or aerodrome (civil or military).

The sign permitted by this consent shall only be illuminated during the opening hours of the premises to which it relates.
