Detailed Comments 

Great Crested Newt

We note that the works, with respect to Great Crested Newt are now proposed to being undertaken under Method Statement, instead of under licence as originally stated. 

We require a copy of this Method Statement prior to determination, in order that the applicant may demonstrate that GCN  will not be adversely impacted by the development and that the Favourable Conservation Status of GCN will be maintained. 

The Nov 14 report also recommended avoiding upright kerbs and gulley pots. Prior to commencement of development, we require plans showing the location of wildlife kerbs and confirmation of the drainage system to be employed on site 

Ecology enhancements

a. We welcome the provision being made for dark flight corridors for bats. Prior to first beneficial occupation, we require plans showing the location of the dark corridors and how they will be maintained after the inclusion of street lighting. (provide a plan showing corridors and lights, including details of any baffles to limit / direct light)

b. Details of drainage that is sensitive towards Great Crested Newt

c. Gaps under all fences (minimum 100mm continuous gap OR 130mm x 130mm squares to allow movement of hedgehog) [continuous gap preferred]
