Reduce Ash sympathetically by 2m and sycamore lop by half

SITE AND CONTEXT

A large detached two storey dwelling at the lower end of Church Road called Chy Avallan in Llanblethian and located within the Cowbridge with Llanblethian Conservation Area.

DESCRIPTION OF DEVELOPMENT

Notice of intention to reduce an Ash by 2.0 metres and a Sycamore by half has been submitted to the authority.

REPORT

The two trees are growing on the southern boundary of the garden at Chy Avallan towards the east facing corner and both overhang the Factory Brook.  Both trees are visible from the junction of Bridge Road/Factory Road/Llanmihangel Road although there are outbuildings, structures and other shrubs in front of them, making them less distinct as individual trees.  

The tree surgeon proposes to carry out a sympathetic reduction to the larger and more visible Ash taking up to 2.0 metres off limbs.  As the tree has a very upright habit, having grown amongst a close-knit row of other natives, the reduction will need to be undertaken as a process of thinning the lesser branches in order to retain some shape and not to appear too brutal.    

Although the planned reduction by half of the Sycamore suggests heavier impact upon the tree, this is a heavily suppressed specimen and a poor example with only a short lifespan envisaged.  This particular tree would not meet the criteria necessary for a preservation order.  

There are no concerns with this proposed tree work.

Bats and nesting birds must not be disturbed or destroyed during tree work.  A full visual inspection of the trees to be worked on must be carried out prior to intended work to check for the presence of bats and nesting birds.  Advice on bats and trees may be obtained from the Natural Resources Wales (Countryside Council for Wales as was).  Bats may be present in cracks, cavities, under flaps of bark, in dense Ivy and so forth.
