1. THE AREA OF LAND IN QUESTION IS OUTSIDE THE LINE OF SETTLEMENT, IN FACT IT IS CLASSIFIED 

IN THE EMERGING LDP AS GREEN WEDGE POLICY MG 18 (6) . THE SULLY PLAYING FIELDS ARE 

ON THE URBAN FRINGE AND DEVELOPMENTS OF THIS NATURE BLUR THE 

BOUNDARY BETWEEN THE SETTLEMENT EDGES.

2. THE VALE OF GLAMORGAN COUNCIL BELIEVES THE ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITIES OF THE 

GLAMORGAN COAST MUST BE PRESERVED AND ENHANCED ALLOWING DEVELOPMENT OF THIS 

NATURE CLEARLY GOES AGAINST THE COUNCILS POLICY MG24(2) WHERE DEVELOPMENT IN AREAS 

LIKE THIS SHOULD ONLY BE ALLOWED IF IT IS DEEMED NECESSARY FOR AGRICULTURE, NATURE 

CONSERVATION OR COASTAL ACCESS. THIS PLANNING APPLICATION DOES NOT CATER FOR ANY OF THE ABOVE.

3. IN  THE EMERGING LDP THERE IS A SECTION CREATING AN ACTIVE WALES THIS SETS OUT THE 

WELSH GOVERNMENT’S PLAN AND THAT OF THE VALE OF GLAMORGAN’S COUNCIL TO GET MORE 

PEOPLE ENGAGED IN REGULAR PHYSICAL ACTIVITY. HOW CAN TAKING AWAY OVER 50 %  OF THE 

SPORTS AND LEISURE FIELDS AND BUILDING 200 HOUSES CONFORM TO THIS STRATEGY?

4. THERE IS NO ALLOCATION IN THE EMERGING LDP FOR HOUSING ON SULLY SPORTS FIELDS. THERE 

IS ALREADY 2 SITES ALLOCATED IN THE LDP, LAND AT SWANBRIDGE ROAD 500 HOUSES AND LAND 

AT COSMESTON FARM 235. NO MORE HOUSES ARE NEEDED.

5. WITHIN THE PLANNING APPLICATION THERE IS AN AREA IDENTIFIED FOR CIRCA 5000 SQ FT OF 

RETAIL THE VILLAGE OF SULLY IS ALREADY ADEQUATELY PROVIDED WITH RETAIL SHOPS AND 

ADDING A FURTHER 5000 SQ FT CAN ONLY HAVE A DETRIMENTAL AFFECT ON THE EXISTING 

RETAILERS.

6. THE SITE IN QUESTION WAS SUBJECT TO A PLANNING APLLICATION IN 1993 WHICH WAS REFUSED 

PLANNING BY THE LOCAL AUTHORITY AND SUBSEQUENTLY FAILED ON APPEAL. THE REASONS FOR 

REFUSAL IN 1993 STILL EXIST TODAY IN FACT HIGHWAYS , DRAINAGE SEWAGE IS FAR WORSE

7.  THE VALE OF GLAMORGAN IN IT’S LOCAL BIODIVERSITY ACTION  PLAN (LBAP) RECOGNIES THE 

BIODIVERSITY OF PLANTS AND ANIMALS TOGETHER WITH THE PLACES THEY LIVE, IN FACT 

IDENTIFYING THEM AS “ LOCAL PRIORITIES”. THE COUNCILS OVERALL OBJECTIVE OF THIS PLAN IS 

CONSERVE AND ENHANCE BIODIVERSITY. HOW CAN SUCH A DEVELOPMENT OF THIS NATURE 

       a) PROTECT ALL THE HABITATS  AND SPECIES

      b) HELP TO PROMOTE THE MANAGEMENT OF THIS SITE

      c) HELP TO IMPROVE THE DEGRADED HABITATS  AND CREATE A HEALTHIER ENVIRONMENT FOR 

THE COMMONER SPECIES.

THERE ARE PROTECTED SPECIES LIVING ON THIS SITE SLOW WORMS, ADDERS, IN ADDITION THERE 

ARE RED AND AMBER LISTED BIRDS THAT CURRENTLY VISIT THE SITE MAKING USE OF THE TREES  

ESPECIALLY THOSE TREES WITH TPO’s ON THEM. BATS ARE ALSO REGULARLY SEEN FLYING OVER THE 

SITE

8. HIGHWAYS THE TRAFFIC SURVEY WAS UNDERTAKEN ON 8TH JULY A DATE WHEN THE MAJORITY OF 

STUDENTS AND SCHOOL PUPILS HAD COMPLETED THE SCHOOL YEAR. ALSO AT THAT DATE MANY 

FAMILIES WOULD BE ON THEIR SUMMER HOLIDAYS. IT IS THEREFORE CONSIDERED THAT THE 

BACKGROUND TRAFFIC FLOWS DURING THIS MONTH WOULD BE CONSIDERABLY LESS THAN IF THE 

SURVEYS WERE UNDERTAKEN IN A NEUTRAL MONTH, THESE FIGURE MUST AT LEAST BE 

CONSIDERED SUSPECT

9. IN ST MODWENS TRANSPORT ASSESSMENT ANALYSIS THEY HAVE ONLY INCLUDED 350 UNITS AT 

THE PROPOSED SITE AT SWANBRIDGE ROAD HOWEVER IN THE LDP IT IS ALLOCATED FOR 500 

MAKING THEIR ASSESSMENT UNSOUND AND SUSPECT.

10 . IN THE EMERGING LDP IT STATES THAT ALL NEW DEVELOPMENTS THAT HAVE A DIRECT IMPACT 

ON THE STRATEGIC TRANSPORTATION INFRASTRUCTURE WILL BE REQUIRED TO DELIVER 

APPROPRIATE IMPROVEMENTS TO THE HIGHWAY NETWORK. THERE IS NOTHING IN ST MODWENS 

PLANNING APPLICATION ABOUT ROAD IMPROVEMENTS IN FACT THEY DO NOT BELIEVE THERE WILL 

BE ANY GROWTH IN TRAFFIC NUMBERS.
