Further to reviewing amended plans in relation to the above, it is considered that the size of the proposed car parking spaces associated with the development and the proposed car parking layout in relation to the adjacent Northwood apartments is acceptable.  However, the means of access to the Northwood apartment’s car park, is required to be clearly shown on the submitted plans.  

In addition, as previously requested, the visitor parking spaces shown along the site access road are required to be located adjacent to the proposed apartments and vehicle swept paths along the access are required to show a large refuse vehicle and car passing side by side, from the adjacent highway.
Furthermore, although not previously identified, the access to the site is required to be provided perpendicular to the adjacent carriageway along Paget Place and a pedestrian barrier is required to be provided adjacent to parking spaces 19 and 20 to prevent vehicle/pedestrian conflicts. 
Finally, it is noted that the relationship between the edge of the proposed development and the top of the adjacent cliff is unclear but is nevertheless considered close.  Therefore, as there have been numerous failures of the cliff face, the developer should be advised to commission an assessment of the cliff area and adjacent land by a qualified engineering geologist, in order to confirm (or otherwise) the viability of the proposals.

Further to reviewing the proposals in relation to the above, the details below are required to be included on amended plans and submitted for consideration. 

1 All car parking spaces within the site are required to be provided at 4.8m in length and 2.6m width, in accordance with the councils adopted parking standards.
2 The visitor parking spaces located along the site access are required to be located further into the site, adjacent to the proposed buildings.

3 A plan to a suitable scale, showing the existing and proposed parking layout (including of the number of parking spaces) and means of access associated with the adjacent Northcliff Apartments, is required to be submitted.

4 The swept paths along the access road within the site are required to show a large refuse vehicle and a car passing side by side along the complete length of the access from the adjacent highway.
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
