We would put the following questions 
1. This proposal to convert Five Mile Lane to a 60 mph highway with strategic function and including 4km of hew highway is a departure from the development plan, which included on-line improvement only.  We do not see that you formally notified this departure to the Welsh Government and to the public; if not, will you now do so? 

2. Please supply documents showing the Council and the Welsh Government have accepted that despite their Active Travel duty
a) no provisions for bus-stops and bus pull-ins, and 

b) no provisions for walking on some sections, where a cycle-path but no shared path is planned.

3. Congestion at the Waycock Cross junction A050/A4226: 

The Parsons-Brinckerhoff transport assessment says (7.6.18) other arms on the junction, including the A4226 Port Road West (E) and (W), will fail in the 2032 scenarios (Table 116) sometimes quite significantly.  
Please supply documents showing explicitly “This has been agreed and accepted by the Welsh Government” as is claimed.  Please also show that this is acceptable to the Council as Highways Authority.
4. An alternative alignment linking directly to the Airport turn (Port Rd) on the A4226 was considered pre-2012 but disregarded in the WelTAG Stage One study 2012.  Under the EIA requirement to describe alternatives which have been considered, please supply evidence this one was considered and the reasons this option was discarded. 
5. Please show that alternative designs for the Waycock Cross junction to give sufficient capacity in the design year, eg. via grade-separation, have been considered and provide reasons under the EIA requirements for discarding this option.
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
