Detailed Comments 

We refer to the document 

· Arboricultural Report, Tree Condition Survey, Headlands School, St Augustines Road, Penarth, Vale of Glamorgan, CF64 1YY; 27 July 2015 by Salcey Group.  

We note that the proposals are to fell 10 trees and prune 1 tree as follows:

Fell 3545 Holm Oak

Fell 3543 Sycamore

Fell 3541 Sycamore (x2no)

Fell 3537 Horse Chestnut in Arboriculture report, but tree officer has described the tree as a Sycamore

Fell 3547 Cherry

Fell 3549 Cherry

Fell 3564 Sycamore

Fell 3554 Sycamore

Prune 3560 Ash (Snapped limb)

We are of the opinion that 3545 Holm Oak and 3560 Ash have a reasonably high potential to support a bat roost. We would therefore require a climbing bat-tree inspection to be carried out prior to the proposed works being carried out. The climbing inspection must be carried out by a suitably qualified and experienced person. 
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
