Location : Land off Cowbridge Road, St Athan


Proposal : Residential development of up to 300 units and associated work, including the provision of public open space and strategic access points

The application acknowledges that Public Right of Way No.1 Eglwys Brewis (status – Footpath) crosses the proposed development.

The proposed layout of the development will require the diversion of the public footpath; please ensure the applicant is aware that the granting of planning permission would not, in itself, give permission to close or divert the public footpath and it does not mean that an application to alter the public footpath will necessarily succeed.

The applicant should contact the Public Rights of Way Section at the earliest opportunity to discuss their proposal.

Public Right of Way No.1 must be kept open and free for use by the public at all times. A legal diversion or stopping-up order must be obtained, confirmed and implemented prior to any development affecting the public right of way taking place.

No adverse effect should result to the footpath. The applicant should ensure that materials are not stored on the footpath and that any damage to the surface as a result of the development is made good at their own expense.

Should the public right of way require temporary closure to assist in facilitating works an order should be sought under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984. Temporary closure should not be sought in order to allow construction of permanent obstructions other than where a Public Path Order has already been confirmed.
