	A new wakeboarding sporting facility at Cosmeston Lakes Country Park. New installation of electric cable wakeboarding system equipment and a mechanical store. New installation of male changing facilities and the wake park reception. Conversion of parks store room to house female changing area located at Cosmeston visitor centre.

The above development is for the provision of a wakeboarding facility and associated equipment, alongside the provision of changing rooms and a reception area within the site.  The facility will employ 3 No. staff at any one time and will have a maximum capacity of 4 No. users, with a dwell time of 1½ to 2 hours.  Car parking will be provided within the existing surface and overflow car parks at the site, which have capacity for approximately 700 vehicles.  Access to the site will be maintained via the existing entrance form Lavernock Road. 

When reviewing the proposals, it is noted that that there are no specific parking standards in relation to the development.  However the applicant has submitted a Transport Statement (TS) which informs that the facility is likely to generate up to 50 No. users per day (at peak times) during the summer months.  As a result, based on the number of staff and users, the TS informs that the development could generate an average parking demand of approximately 5 vehicles at any one time, although no evidence has been submitted to support this.  

In addition, the TS informs that it is not proposed to hold formal events at the site.  But, should the demand at the facility increase, events would take place at weekends, which would represent the peak periods at the park.  However, it is considered unlikely that the increased parking demand associated with events could be accommodated within the site and would lead to overspill parking along the adjacent highway parking.

Therefore, based on the above, an objection would normally be raised in relation to the proposals.  However, in order to address the highway concerns, the details below are required to be made conditional to the planning consent. 

Conditions.

1
The proposed use as a wakeboarding facility at the site shall be limited to a temporary planning permission for a period of two years.  Within the two year period the applicant is required to keep daily records of the use of the facility, including the number of users at any one time and the associated parking demand, which shall be submitted in support of an extension of time or future planning applications.  Reason:  To establish and assess the impact of the development, in the interests of highway safety.

No events what so every shall be permitted to be held at the site associated with the proposed wakeboarding facility.  Reason:  To retain control of the facility, in the interests of highway safety.
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
