REPORT

A site visit has been carried out and the proposal assessed, as aforementioned the trees are located within a raised patio area with the grounds of the public house

It is noted that an application in 2014 was identified by the council’s tree officer as having a number of problems and should ideally be removed, this was reduced by 20% at the time however the problems with the structure still remain.

The two trees in question are visible from the wider area but are screened from some vantage points by other mature trees within the site, therefore their removal is not considered to have a negative impact on the streetscene or the amenity of the conservation area.  

Neither of the trees would be suitable for a TPO to be imposed and it is noted that other trees remain within the site and within the immediate streetscene retaining amenity value to the conservation area.

The authority has no objection to the removal of the two trees as specified.
