(1) Notwithstanding the submitted Proposed Site Plan, reference 5567/P/10 Rev T and 
associated engineering drawings  no works whatsoever shall commence on the 
development until full Engineering details and associated calculations where applicable of 
the proposed access / internal road arrangement have been submitted incorporating vision
splays, Street lighting, road signs, street lighting, surface water drainage strategy and any 
retaining structures retaining or adjacent to the highway / public open space have been 
submitted to and duly certified by a Professional Engineer.

(2) The developer will be required to enter into a legally binding agreement to secure the

proper implementation of the proposed highway works, connections with the existing

highway network and associated works which shall incorporate the appropriate bond.

(3) The proposed works shall incorporate resurfacing of a section of the Caerleon Road 
fronting the proposed site access works extending for full site frontage of the site up to 
and inclusive of the junction with Caerleon Close its connection with and ( carriageway 
and footways  and the provision of uncontrolled pedestrian crossing facilities

(4) The proposed vehicular access onto Caerleon Road shall incorporate and maintain 
thereafter a minimum vision splay of site frontage 43m x 3m in both direction along the
adopted highway as identified within drawing 5567/P/10 Rev T.

5 % ( 1:20 for the first 6m and thereafter shall not be steeper than 12.5% ( 1 in 8 ).

planting within the area located within the area of land within the ownership / control of
the applicant required to provide and maintain the required vision splays as identified 
within drawing 5567/P/10 Rev T.
