However, a small portion of the site to the

east is located within Zone B. This, lower risk zone, is described as areas of land known to have been flooded in the past, evidenced by sedimentary

deposits.

	In accordance with Appendix 1 an FCA has been submitted to  provide an assessment of the risk

of flooding from a variety of sources to the proposed development, as well as

any impacts from the development on third parties.
Dependant on comments received from NRW, a significant proportion of new development has been directed towards the lower risk Zone B.

In terms of justification, the proposed AAD plant would operate in association with and is therefore located adjacent to the existing sludge treatment facilities

at Cog Moors WwTW that are to be retained. The proposed AAD plant

development will provide an enhanced level of treatment for sewage sludges generated by the wastewater treatment process at Cog Moors and by other

WwTWs in South Wales, in accordance with DCWW’s Sludge Strategy. Liquors produced by the AAD process would be returned to the inlet works of the Cog Moors WwTW, for treatment.

It is considered that the proposed development would satisfy the Justification Test, given its location in Zone C would improve the performance of an existing

WwTW and it concurs with the aims of Planning Policy Wales (PPW),
