In accordance with the application and plans registered on 5 April 2018 the Council in pursuance of its powers under the above mentioned Act and Order hereby REFUSES TO PERMIT the proposed development for the following reason(s):

In light of the above, the proposed extension and porch, by reason of their siting, design, size, appearance and finishes, would adversely affect the simple rural appearance of this converted building to the detriment of its appearance and agricultural character within its rural setting. The proposal would therefore be contrary to Policies SP1 (Delivering the Strategy), SP10 (Built and Natural Environment), MD1 (Location of New Development), MD2 (Design of New Development) MD11 (Conversion and Renovation of Rural Buildings) and MD12 (Dwellings in the Countryside) of the Vale of Glamorgan Local Development Plan 2011-2026, Supplementary Planning Guidance on The Conversion and Renovation of Rural Buildings SPG (2018) and national guidance contained in Planning Policy Wales, Technical Advice Notes 12 – Design and 23 – Economic Development.

NOTES

Notification to be sent to an applicant when a Local Planning Authority refuse planning permission or grant it subject to conditions.

Appeals to the Welsh Government:

· If you are aggrieved by the decision of the Local Planning Authority to refuse permission for the proposed development or to grant it subject to conditions, then you can appeal to the Welsh Government under Section 78 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 (as amended).

· If you want to appeal, then you must do so within the statutory period using a form which you can get from The Planning Inspectorate, Crown Buildings, Cathays Park, Cardiff CF10 3NQ.  The statutory period for appeal submissions are dependent on the type of appeal and the circumstances, detailed below.  

· Appeals in respect of the;

· Householder and ‘minor commercial’ development must be received within 12 weeks from the date of the decision notice;

· Advertisement consent applications must be received within 8 weeks from the date of the decision notice; and, 

· Other types of planning application must be received within 6 months from the date of the decision notice.  

· The Welsh Government can allow a longer period of an appeal, but will not normally be prepared to use this power unless there are special circumstances which excuse the delay in giving notice of appeal.

· The Welsh Government need not consider an appeal if it seems that the Local Planning Authority could not have granted planning permission for the proposed development or could not have granted it without the conditions they imposed, having regard to the statutory requirements, to the provisions of any Development Order and to any directions given under a Development Order.

· In practice, the Welsh Government does not refuse to consider appeals solely because the Local Planning Authority based their decision on a direction given by them.

Purchase Notices:

· If either the Local Planning Authority or the Welsh Government refuses permission to develop land or grants it subject to conditions, the owner may claim that he/she can neither put the land to a reasonable beneficial use in its existing state nor render the land capable of a reasonably beneficial use by the carrying out of any development which has been or would be permitted.

· In these circumstances, the owner may serve a Purchase Notice on the Council.  This notice will require the Council to purchase his/her interest in the land in accordance with the provisions of Part VI of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 (as amended).
