Replacing modern timber windows and doors with leaded light windows and doors that suit the time and style of the property

SITE AND CONTEXT

Lon Twyn is a Grade II listed building located on rising ground north-west of the centre of Dinas Powys. 

Generally, the windows are metal framed casements set in stone mullions. The side garden elevation has a 3-bay flat-roofed glazed loggia with roughcast columns and modern white painted timber doors and windows. The Loggia was originally open but is now a wholly glazed conservatory.

DESCRIPTION OF DEVELOPMENT

The proposal seeks to replace the existing doors and windows in the loggia with metal framed windows to match the remainder of the house.

Well-being of Future Generations (Wales) Act 2015

The Well-being of Future Generations Act (Wales) 2015 places a duty on the Council to take reasonable steps in exercising its functions to meet its sustainable development (or wellbeing) objectives.  This report has been prepared in consideration of the Council’s duty and the “sustainable development principle”, as set out in the 2015 Act. In reaching the recommendation set out below, the Council has sought to ensure that the needs of the present are met without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs.

Issues

The main issue is whether the proposed works preserve the listed building, its setting or any features of architectural or historic interest which it possesses. 

The existing windows and doors in the logia subject to this application, are mid-20th century windows constructed in timber. Whilst the windows and doors provide some evidential value of the evolution of the building this is low. Similarly the aesthetic value of the windows and doors is limited, however, it contributes to the overall aesthetic value of the building. The existing windows and doors in the loggia are considered to have negligible historic and communal value. As a result their significance is considered to be low. 

The proposed replacement window and doors units replicate the historic detailing found throughout the remainder of the house. Specifically, the proposed windows and doors are polyester powder coat steel framed windows, finished in black with 4mm clear float glass leaded light rectangles.
The proposal is, therefore, considered to preserve the building, its setting and any features of architectural or historic interest is possesses. 

REASON FOR RECOMMENDATION

The decision to recommend Listed Building consent has been taken in accordance with Section 16 of The Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 which requires the local planning authority to have special regard to the desirability of preserving a listed building, its setting, and any features of special architectural or historic interest which it possesses.  

It is considered that the decision complies with the Council’s well-being objectives and the sustainable development principle in accordance with the requirements of the Well-being of Future Generations (Wales) Act 2015.
