Thank you for asking Housing Strategy to comment on this application. 

There is an evidenced need for additional affordable housing in the Vale of Glamorgan, as evidenced by the 2021 Local Housing Market Assessment (LHMA) which determined that 1205 additional affordable housing units were required each year to meet housing need in the area.

This is an application for a development of 46 residential units. In line with the SPG 2018 a contribution to affordable housing of 40% is required. To be provided by 19 (rounded up from 18.4) units on site. The 19 should be 70%, 14 (rounded up from 13.3) for social rent and the remaining 5 for assisted home ownership.   
The 14 units for social rent to be provided as follows:

57%  8no. x 1 bed 

27%  4no. x 2 bed

15%  2 no. x 3 bed

The 5 for assisted home ownership will be 2 bed houses. 

The affordable units need to meet WDQR 21 standard and a                  Housing Association will need to be involved to manage them.
